The piece presented in the Athenian phase was a
slide-show documentation, together with a
documentation of the piece | realized for the final
exhibition in the cultural center in Giudecca:
“Monument for Life in Venice”. Taking as an initiative
the logo ‘RADAR LIVING", the slide show was
formed as a compilation of images | photographed
during our time in Venice, and | kept as a diary of the
project, puting myself in the position of the
documentary-photographer of the Radarians’ activity
in Venice.

In this slide-show there were images from special
events we realized as a group, or events I
personally witnessed and captured during my
personal, experience in the city of Venice. In this
show, the spectator would see photos of random
events; for example: (a) a Sunday morning on the
Lido beach where the Radarians are playing
socker, (b) a private family French carnival fest
that I just happened to be present in, (c) the
exhibition in the A+A gallery that George
Lincov organized, (d) photos from our parties,
(e) documentation of the Billboards in Venice
after some months they stayed on, and finally the
documentation of my project: “Replacement of a
monument by its postcard representation’(see
description at the end) and more. This
presentation’s purpose was to show fragments of
how everyday life took place during my/our
experience in the Radar Project in Venice, and
partly it consisted of a kind of reflection on the
project. Together with it I provided written
statements about my piece “Monument for Life
in Venice”, and a short description of my
concept about the projections at the Technopolis
Cultural Center of the Municipality of Athens.

The main purpose of the Radar Project was to elaborate a European model for
cities to promote Iintegration among different social categories and inclusion of
marginalized groups and individuals through dissemination of digital modern visual
arts which have a great potential for the development of communication actions,

RADAR connecting europe

RADAR involved six cities in six European countries. The project aimed at working
through contemporary arts towards higher social integration within European
cities closer links between such cities.

This project is born out of co-operation amongst private and public institutions in
Venice, Cracow, Plovdiv, Athens, Weimar, Lewisham, one of the boroughs of
Greater London.




It was supported by the European Commission, Directorate General Education and
Culture through a grant awarded in the context of the Culture 2000 programme,
Such programme focused in 2001 on contemporary visual arts as a means of
fostering higher social and European integration and of reaching the overall goals
of the European Union,

The artists worked in two phases. During the first phase, they worked in Venice for
a period of approximately three months, They had a chance to enter into contact
with the well known and the lesser known realities of Venice and its hinterland,
with people living or working there and with the complex and often contradictory
realities of this place and its context.

They were involved in events which bring contemporary art to those who, even in
an 7art sanctuary? such as Venice, have been excluded, or have felt excluded from
contemporary arts discourse. They produced works of art which were exhibited in
a parallel exhibition at the Biennale of contemporary arts which opened in Venice
in June 2003.

In the second phase, they worked in smaller groups in the 5 other cities involved
and undertook a similar type of work, while putting to fruition individual and
collective lessons and experience gained during the first phase. Their work was
also exhibited locally.
